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Novel Security Technologies – PUFs - will tackle the Problem of Counterfeiting and Tampering
UNIQUE will develop high innovative Hardware-Components which can be uniquely identified
In order to prevent forgery and improve security, innovative and emerging technologies are highly needed. The security enforcement by assurance of hardware components against malicious attacks of unauthorised parties is the aim of this European project.

The problem of counterfeiting, cloning, tampering, reverse engineering and insertion of malicious components is widespread and denote a significant adversity for the industries of electronic products, pharmaceutics, automobiles and avionics. 

The main goal of UNIQUE is to provide innovative, strong, cost-effective and efficiently deployable technologies for increasing the protection of hardware systems by making existed Integrated Circuits (ICs) and hardware modules more resistant. An innovative aspect of UNIQUE is that the developed security mechanisms are implemented on physical instead of software modules.

The main focus is on ICs and hardware components (e.g. the use of Physically Unclonable Functions (PUFs)) that provide cryptographic and security functionality and are used as security anchors in the devices they are embedded in. 

About UNIQUE

UNIQUE’s full name is “Foundations for Forgery-Resistant Security Hardware” and is co-financed by the European Commission under the 7th Framework Programme. The project started in September 2009 and will run for 30 months. The consortium of the UNIQUE project consists of eight partners from industry and academia that are seated in six European countries (Austria, Belgium, France, Germany, Ireland and the Netherlands). The project members form an unbroken chain stretching from basic research and security design to applied research and end-user producers for consumers and industry.
